Directions for Completing the Annual Survey to Identify Eligible Institutions and Count Children in Local Institutions for Neglected or Delinquent Children

The purpose of this annual survey is to provide the Alabama State Department of Education and the U. S. Department of Education with data required by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB), Title I, Part D, Subpart 2 Elementary and Secondary Education Act, as amended by Public Law 107-110.  This data will include the location and number of children living in institutions for neglected or delinquent children for 30 or more consecutive days during the month of October. This means you can: a) Count those who were there on September 2 and stayed 30 days or more. b) Count those who entered during September or October and stayed 30 days or more. The data will be used in the formula for computing allocations of NCLB, Title I funds to LEAs for services to neglected or delinquent children for the 2006-2007 school year.  Since the data will generate federal funds, it is subject to audit and must be accurate and supported by documented records.  
Follow the direction below when completing this document: 

Note: LEAs offering no Title I services to children living in institutions for neglected or delinquent children must complete the information in the box. (mark X in the parenthesis, name the district, provide the superintendent’s signature, and date) 

Participating LEAs should submit a separate count of children for each institution.

Name the LEA providing Title I services to children living in a neglected or delinquent institution.

List the name and address of the neglected or delinquent institution.

Select the type of institution. 

Please note that the category of an institution should not change from year to year unless there has been an official change in the purpose for which the institution is operated.  For example, if an institution is operated for the care of neglected children, but the majority of the children residing in the institution during October are children adjudicated to be delinquent, the institution should still be reported as an institution for neglected children until its charter or purpose is officially changed to show that it is an institution operated for the care of delinquent children. Consistency in reporting from year to year is necessary because changing the category of an institution each year based on the category of the majority of children served affects the hold-harmless allocations and eligibility under the Title I, Part A formulas.

Report the October 2006 caseload data for children in eligible institutions. Count only children who: 

a. are ages 5 through 17.


b. live in a locally operated facility that meets the definition for neglected or delinquent children.


c. lived in the institution for 30 consecutive days, at least 1 day during the month of October.

List the legal purpose of operation for the institution, year licensed/chartered and issuing organization.

Provide the authorizing information of the chief administrator of the institution.

Provide the authorizing information of the LEAs superintendent.

Note reasons for increase/decrease between the 2005 and 2006 October caseload counts.   

Remember to:        

Verify the accuracy of the data to be submitted.  Compare the October 2006 data to the data that were submitted last year.  If there is a large increase or decrease in a county count, identify the reason.  For example, did a new institution begin operation? Did an institution close? Do new institutions meet eligibility requirements? Were October caseload data reported correctly? Were only children ages 5 through 17 reported in the count? The LEA should be prepared to respond if questions arise when ED verifies the counts.

November 30, 2005, will be the closing date for getting a complete count; that is, it will be the 30th day for any child who entered as late as the last day in October and was still there on November 30th.
